Make a Car
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Glue or sellotape a piece of coloured paper around a cardboard tube. Tuck the ends of the paper into the ends of the tube.
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You now need to cut out a flap in the tube. To make this easier, decide which side of the tube will be the top of your car and, using a hole punch, make a hole 2-3cm from one end of the tube. You can now put the tip of the scissors through the hole and cut a ‘U’-shaped flap about 4cm long and 3cm wide. Make sure the flap stays attached nearest the end of the tube.

Gently fold the flap upwards and then fold it in half and put sellotape round to keep it folded in half.
At this point you need to decide whether you want to make a racing car or a normal car........
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Racing Car: The flap will be the back of the seat in your car, so now make sure that the flap of coloured paper (that you cut with the flap in the tube) is glued down over the ‘seat’.

Cut out the steering wheel and glue it to the edge of the ‘U’-shaped hole - you may need to gently push the edge of the hole down a little bit so that you can glue the steering wheel to it.
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Choose a number and write it in the little white circle, cut out the circle and glue it on top of the car between the steering wheel and the other end of the tube.

Normal Car: The flap will be the windscreen of your car so cut out the white rectangle and glue it over the flap so that it covers both sides - you may need to trim it to fit the flap. You can colour around the edges to make a windscreen frame and draw on windscreen wipers if you wish!
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Cut out the steering wheel and glue it to the edge of the hole, halfway down the flap.

All Cars: Whichever kind of car you have made, you can now cut out the four wheels and, carefully positioning them at the sides of your car, glue them in place.
