Make a Collage Easter Card
You can see examples of each stage pinned onto the cupboard in the corner of The Old Coach House.

1. Cut along the two dotted lines to remove the rectangular piece of card from the top left-hand corner (this can go in the ‘scrap’ basket). This will leave a ‘flap’ in the top right-hand corner.
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Carefully cut out the printed egg shape, cutting inside the black line, so that you are left with a printed border around the egg-shaped hole. To make this easier you can make a hole inside the egg using a hole-punch and then push the point of the scissors through the hole to start cutting.
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Turn the sheet over so that the writing is facing down and carefully fold down the flap so that it covers the egg-shaped hole.
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4. Keeping the flap folded over, turn the sheet over so that the printing is facing up. Taking a pencil, very carefully and gently mark around the inside of the egg shape so that when you open the flap there is an egg drawn on the inside of it.
5. The egg that you’ve drawn is the one that you will decorate. You can cut pieces from the patterned paper provided and glue them onto the egg shape - you can cut strips or random shapes or even one piece of patterned paper if you like. Make sure you leave an edge of uncovered card around the egg-shape to help with the next stage.
6. Once you’ve filled your egg with pattern and colour, carefully put glue onto the edges of the flap, around your filled-in egg, and then fold the flap back down behind the egg-shaped hole. Be careful not to get glue onto your patterned paper. Press down to make sure the flap is stuck down. When you turn the card over you will see your amazing patterns through the hole!

7. You now need to fold the card in half, carefully matching the corners and edges, so that it stands up.

8. To finish your card, you can colour the writing and pictures on the front if you wish, and write your message inside! TIP: It is best to use either light colours or patterns to fill in the writing - dark colours make it difficult to read!
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
