Make a Relaxed Rabbit
1. Take a printed sheet of coloured paper, ‘Relaxed Rabbit Template 1’, and cut out both shapes.

2. Turn a paper cup upside down and glue the circle to the top and sellotape the curved shape around the cup.

3. For this next stage, you will need the white ‘Relaxed Rabbit Template 2’. You can decide whether to colour the ears and feet or whether to use patterned paper. Whichever you decide you may still want to colour in the nose and maybe leave the tail white!
a. Patterned paper:

· Colour the nose and then cut out all the shapes.
· Choose a piece of patterned paper.
· Place the ear and feet shapes onto the patterned paper and draw round them.

· Cut out the ear and feet shapes that you have drawn on the patterned paper.
· Glue the patterned paper shapes onto the white card shapes.

b. Colouring in:

· Colour the nose, feet and ears and then cut out all the shapes.

4. Glue the tail onto the back of the cup, where the coloured paper edges are joined with sellotape.

5. Glue the nose to the front of the cup, about halfway down, and draw eyes above it, and maybe whiskers and teeth if you wish!
6. Bend over about 0.5cm at the bottom of each ear to make little flaps and then place the ears at the top of the cup, behind the rim, and sellotape them to the flat top.

7. You will now need to take your rabbit to the Coach House Helper, who will make two holes at the front for your rabbit’s legs.

8. Take a pipecleaner and push it through one hole and back out the other so that your rabbit now has two dangly legs!

9. Sellotape the feet onto the ends of the pipecleaner, making sure the pipecleaner is behind the feet.

10. Your rabbit is now ready to relax on a shelf or the edge of a table, with its legs dangling down!
